 Our Community Commitment: We recognize our responsibility to the local 
community and so have established Khani Kwedho – which is essentially a Trust Fund 
for the community.  With those funds the community has already built a School and a 
Community Hall, which was destroyed by the Cyclone of 2007.  The school is currently 
being re-built. Throughout the year there are also various “Food for work” projects 
which benefit the local community. 

 
 Our Environmental Ethics:  We work very closely with WWF and EWT to ensure that 

the National Marine Park that surrounds us is well maintained and remains unspoiled.  
We appreciate that a lot of people enjoy the sport of fishing and so have introduced a 
‘Catch and Release’ policy, whereby all fish caught are released back into the ocean.  
Some specimens are tagged for research purposes. 

 
 The lodge uses Natural Gas for all water heating and cooking, and none of our rooms 

have air-conditioning, which ensures we leave a very small carbon footprint. 
 

 Our Indigenous Forest:  Because we have left our natural forest intact, there is an 
amazing diversity of birdlife around the Lodge.
